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*COME 0OUT OF HER, MY PFEOPLE."

A SERMON, BY (. FITCH.

Rev. xvir. 1-5: “ And afrer these things I saw
another angel coming down from heaven having
great power; and the eath wag lightened with his
glory. And he cried mightily with a sfrong vaice,
saying, Babylon, the great is [allen, is fallen, and is
Lecome the habitation of devils, and the hold of ev-
ery foul spirit, aod a cage of every unclean and
bateful bird. For all nations have dfunk of the wine
of the wrath of her fornication, and the kings ol the
earth have committed foraication with her, and the
merchants of the earth are waxed rich through the
abundance of her delicacies. And I heard another
voice from heaven, saying, Come out of her, my
people, that ye be not partakers of her sins, and (hat
ve receive not of her plagues. For her sios have
reached unto heaven, aod God bath remembered
ber iniquities.”

21st verse : ““And a mighty angel took up a stone
like a great millstone, and castit into the sea, saying,
Thus witl; violence shall thar great city Babyloo be
thrown down, aad shall be found no more atall.”

Rev. x1v. 6-20: *And I saw apother angel fly in
the midst of heaven, having the everlasting gospel
to preach uoto them that dwell on the earth, and to
every nation, and kindred, and tongne, and people,
sayiog with a loud voice, Fear God, and give glory
to him j for the hour of his judgment is come:® and
worship him that made beaven, and earth, and the
sea, and the fountains of waters. And there follow-
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ed another angel, saying, Babylon is fullen, is fallen.
that great city, because she rmade all nations drink
of the wine of the wrath of her fornication. And
the third angel followed them, sayivg with a loud
voice, If any man worship the beast and his image,
and receive his mark in his forehead, or in his hauvd,
the same shall drink of the wine of the wrath of God,
which is poured out without mixture into the cup of
his iedignation; and he shall be tormented with fire
and brimstope in the presence of the holv angels,
and in the presence of the Lamb: and the smoke
of their torment ascendeth up for ever and ever: and
they have no rest day nor night, who worship tha
beast and his image, and whosoever receiveth the
mark of his name. Here is the patience of the
saints ; here are they that keep the commandients
of God, and the faith of Jesus. And I heard a voice
from heaven, saying unto me, Write, Blessed arce
the dead which die in the Lord from henceforth :
X ea, saith the Spint, that they may rest from their
labors; and their works do follow themn. And |
looked, and behold a white cloud, and upon the
cloud one sat like unio the Son of man, haviag on
his head a golden crown, and in Iis hands a shary,
sickle. And another angel carne out of the temple,
crying with a lond voice to him that sat on the cloud,
Thrust in thy sickle, and reap: for the ume is come
for thee to reap; for the harvest of the earth is
ripe. And he that sat on the cloud thrust in his
sickle on the earth; and the earth was reaped.
And avother angel came out of the temple which is
in heaven, he also haviog a sharp sickle. And an-
other angel came out from the altor, which bad
power over fire; and cried with a loud cry to him
that had the sharp sickle, saying, Thrust in thy

sharp sickle, and gather the clusters of the vine of

the earth; for her grapes are fully vipe. And the
angel thrust in his sickle into the earth, and gather-
ed the vine of the earth, and cast it into the great
wiue-press of the wrath of God. Aud tho wine-press
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was trodden without the city, and blood came out of
the wine-press, even unio the horse-bndles, by the
space of a thousand and six hundred furlongs.”

1. WeaT 1s Basyron! It is Antichrist: all
those to whom Christ will say, at his appearing,
“ Those mioe enemies who would not that I should
reign over them, bring hither and slay thein before
me.” It is every thing belonging to the vine of the
earth, which, at the'appearance of ooe like the Son
of man on a white cloud, is to be reaped, and cast
into the great wine-press of the wrath of God.

What then is Antichrist? 1 John 4: ““ Beloved,
believe not every spirit, but try the spirits whether
they are of God, because many false prophets are
gone out into the world. Hereby know ye the Spint
of God : every spirit that confesseththat Jesus Christ
is come in the flesh, is of God: and every spint
that confesseth not that Jesus Christ is come in the
flesh, 1s not of God : AND THIS IS THAT SPIRIT OF
AnTicarist whereof ye have heard that it should
come, and even pow already is it in the world.”
2 John 7 : “ For mapy deccivers are entered into the
world, who confess not that Jesus Christ is comein the
flesh. ‘THIS 18 A DECEIVER AND AN ANTI-CHRIST."

It must be admitted that a spirit which is of God,
while it confesses that Jesues Christ is come 1n the
flesh, will readily asseot and conform to all the ob-
jects for whic¢h he came. To confess with the lips
that Jesus Christ is come in the flesh, and yet to be
opposed in heart and Iife to the objects for which be
came, is certainly to be Antichrist. The spirit there-
fore which is of God, while it confesses that Jesus
Chnst is comc in the flesh, will cordially embrace,
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and heanidy enter into all the objects for which he
was thus immanifested.  All else must be Aotichnst.
‘What then was the end for which Jesus Christ was
manifested in the flesh? Luke xxiv. 45: “Tlen
opened he their understandings that they might un-
derstand thie Scriptures, and said unto them. Thus
it is writien, and thuos it behooved Chrizt to snfler
and to rise frowm the dead the third day : and that
repentance and reimission of sins shonld be preached
in His name among all pations, begioning at Jeru-
sulem.” This was one object of Christ’s coming in
the flesh : and when Peter rebuked Him for foretel-
l'mgg such things concerning himself, Christ tucned
and rebuked Peter, saying, * Get thee Lelind me,
Satau ; for thou savorest not the thiogs that be of
God, but the things that be of meu.” Peter then,
was at that time Antichrist, in being opposed to the
sufferings of Clinist in the flesh.

But did Jesus Chinst come i1a the flesh for no pui-

se but tosufier? Hear Peter on the day of the
llz‘nantecnst, after he liad beea haptized with the Holy
Ghost, aod fully qualified to set forth the objects of
Christ’'s coming. Acts ii. 29 : ** Men aod brethren,
let me freely speak to you of the patriarch David,
that he is both dead and buried, and his sepulchre
is with us unto this day. Therefore, Leing a pre-
phet, and knowiog that God had sworr with anoall:,
to ham, that of the fruil of his loins, according to lhe
flesh, He would RAISE UP CHRIST TO SIT
ON HIS THRONE : he, seeing this before, spake
of the resurrection of Christ,’”” &e. Here we are
informed thzt God had swom with an oath o David,
that He would raise up Chist in the flesh to sit on
David's throne. Christ was therefore 10 come in the
flesh to reign on David's throne, and was raised up
from the dead with flesh and bones for that purpose ;
and in that same body ascended to lieaven, and an-
pels declared that He would so come agun, in like
inaoner as He weot inlo Leaven. Now, as His as-
cension 15 persooal, His coming must be personal.

Isaiah Liad prapliesicd, in his pinth chapter, * Un-
to us a child is born, unto us a soo is given, and the
zovernmentshall be upon His shoulders: His pame
shall be called Wonderful, Counsellor, the Mighty
God, the Everlasting Father, the Prince of Peace ;
of the increase of His govermneot and peace there
shall be no ewnd, upon the throne of David and wpon
lits lingdom, 1o oxderitand to establish it with judg-
mment and with justice, from henceforih, éven ferever :
the zeal of the Lord of hosts shall perform this.”

Again: Jer. xxxiii. 15: “In those days and at
thar time will I cause the Branch of righteoustess
to grow np unto David ; and He shall execute judg-
meni and righteousness in the land. In those days
shall Judah be saved, and Jerusulem shall “dwell
sulely ; and this is the name wherewith He shall be
called, the Lord our righteousness. For thus saith
the Lord, David shall never wani a man lo aib upon
the throncof the house of Israel.” Veise 20: “ Thus
saith the Liord if yecan break my covenaat of theday
and my covenant of the night, and that there should
not be day and pight iu their season, then may also
my covenant be broken with David my servaot, that
he should not have a son to reign upon his throne."

Luke i. 30z * Aad the ange] said unto her, Fear
not, Mary, for thou hast found favor with God ; and.
behold, thou shalt conceive in thy womnb and bring
forth a cop, and shalt call hisname Jesus. Heshall
be great, and shall be called the Son ol the Highest;
and the Lord God shall give wule Him the tbrooe of
His father Davirl, and ]-fe shall reign over the house
of Jacob forever, and of His kingdomu there shall be
no end."

Now as surely as the birth of Christ was personal
and not spiritnal, his life, his death, his resurrecton,
his ascension, prrsonal, so surely his coming must be.
As he has ught in Luke xix., he is now gone into
a far country w receive 10 himself a Kingdom, and (o
return ; and “ he sball so comne again in like manner
as ye have seen him go into heaven.”! In Psalm
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Ixxxix. we read : “ Once have I sworn by my holi-
ness that I will not lie unto David; his seed shall
endure forever, and his throne as the sup belore me.
It shall be established forever as the moon, and as a
faithful witness 1o heaven.”

Then Jesus Christ has come in the flesh to sit on
David’s throne—he is to sit upon it personally and
for ever. For at the sounding of the seventh truin-
pet there shall be heard great voices in heaven, say-
ing, “ THE KINGDOMS OF THIS WORL
are become the kingdoms of our Lord and of bis
Christ, and he shall reign for ever and ever.” * He
shall have dominion from sea 1o sea, and from the
river 10 the ends of the earth.” (Ps. Isxii, 8.) He
said, indeed, at the bar of Pilate, ¢ My kingdom is
not of this world ;" and for thie reason that the earth
which now is, is kept in store, reserved unto fire
against the day of judgment and perdition of un-
godly men; and as Christ's kingdoia c¢an have no
end, God has promised a new earth, wherein dwell-
eth righteousoess, and has said, ‘¢ As tlre new heav-
ens and the new eurth which I will make shall re-
maio before me, so shall your seed and your name
remain.”’  (See 65th and 66th chap. Iswab, and 2d
Peter 3d chap.) In the new earth wherein dwell-
eth rightecusness, therefore, Christ will sit person-
ally and eternally on David's throne, ruling the
world 1n righteousness, and of his kingdom there
shall be no end.” Thus, as Paul said to the He-
brews, Christ, ** for the joy set before him, endared
the cross, despising the shame, and is set down at
the right hand of God.” He also tells ns that
Christ is ¢ frora henceforth expecting until bis ene-
mies shall be made his footstool.” The joy set be-
fore him, and for which he endured his sufferings
on the cross, must be the joy of his eternal kingdom,
when he shall reign in glory and blessedness with
all his saints. Christ then was manifested in the
flesh, and was raiscd up, aed is now immortalized,
for the express purpose of coming again, in like
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manuer as le wenl up into lieaven, o reigo eler-
nally over the entire world, on David's throns.
Hence it follows. that whoever is opposcd to the
PERSONAL REIGN of Jesus Christ over this
world on David's throne, s ANTICHRIST,; for
thouzh he may admit that Jesus Christ has come in
the flesh, hie is opposed te the object for which he
came, and therefore must be Antichrist ; for * the
kingdoms of this world must become the kingdoms
of our Lord and of bis Christ, and he shall reign for
ever and cver.”

We have therefore only to inquire who is ODP-
POSED TO THE PELRSONAL REIGN OF
CHRIST ON DAVID'S THRONE, in order to
ascerlain who is ANTICHRIST, or who is IN
BABYLON, to be destroyed when Christ shall ap-
pear in the clouds of hecaven, to establish his king-
dom. ‘Who, then, is opposcd to the personal reign
of Christ on Dawd’s throne ?

ist. Tue entire Royvan Cartuoric CAURCE.
The prinsitive church belicved in the personal reign
of Clirist, and looked gnd longed for i1, and waited
for his appearing, and loved it as the apostles had
done befufe them. Jusun Martyr, one of the primi-
tive Christiags, declares that this was the faith in
which all the orthodes in the primitive church
agrecd. DBut when the papacy came into power,
they concluded to have Christ reign, not personally,
Lut spiritually, and hence the Pope cnteyed joto the
stead of Christ, and undertook to rule the world for
himn—claining to be God's vicegerent on earth. In-
asmuch, therefore, as the Papists wish to retain
their power, we find themm all opposed to Chyist's
coming to cstablish a personal reign. They are
willing that Christ should reign spiritpally, provided
ey can be his acknowledged agents, and thus bring
the world to Lew down wholly to their dictation, and
use God's authority for their own aggrandizement.
But to the ulea of Cluist’s coming to cstablish a
personal reign, they ave decidedly and bitterly hos-
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tule. They will not confess that Jesus Christ has
come in the flesh to reign. They are willing to ad-
mit that he has come to suffer, but they will not
award hin bis crown, and consent to bis taking his
seat on the throne of David, while they bow down
and worship. Hence they are Antichrist. When
the Israelites of old departed from the true God, and
worshiped idols, and made these their dependence,
God charged them with thesin of whoredom toward
himsell. The Catholics, while claiming to be the
churchof God, have always, when they could, Jook-
ed for support to the secular power, iostead of trust-
Ing God to maintain them. Hence God accuses
them of committing fornication with the kings of
the earth; and the Romish church is callag the
great whore that did corrupt the nations, drawing
them from the worship and service of the true God,
to support her in her nameless and horrid abomina-
tions. But,

2d. Is 18R CaArsoric CHURCH, ONLY, OPIOS-
EpD T0 THE PeErRsowar Reien or CurisT? What
shall we say of Protestant Christendom in this res-
pect? Among all tlie sects inte which the Protest-
ant church is divided, where is one that is not deci-
dedly hostile to the Bible truth that Cbrist has been
raised up to sit personally on David's throne? Io-
deed, where has such a notion originated, as that
Christ is to have only a spinitual reign? There is
nothing in the Bible that furnishes the least shadow
of a foundation for such an idea. Paul Has, how-
ever, given us a cluc to the origin of the very thing,
(2 Tim.iv, 3,) * For the time will come when
they will not endure sound doctrine, but after their
own lusts shall they heap to themselves teachers,
having itching ears, and they shall turn away their
ears from the truth, and shall be turped to fables.”
This 15 at prescnt true of all sects in Protestant
Christendom. The sound seriptural doctrine of the
personal reigo of Christ on David's thione canpot
now be endured, and hence the teachers which the
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various sects bave been beaping to themselves have
turned away their ears to the groundless fable of a
spiritual reign of Christ, during whut is called a
temporal millenium, whea they expect all the world
will be converted ; and each sect s expecting at
that tioe to have the predomninant inflnence. Each
one of these sects is willing to rule the world, as
the Papists have done, ror Christ; but no one of
them 1s willing to have Christ come in person to
rule the world for himself, while they take their
place at his feey, to do his idding; uwor are they
willing to listen for a moment to whit the Bible
says respecting Christ's personal coming. It is
only hiere and here, among all the secls, that a
place of warship can be obtained for the purpose of
showing the people what is comained in the Bible
respecting Christ’s coming and kingdom. Nor are
these sects honest in their pretended attachment
even 1o the spintual reign of Christ, for there is not
a sect among them all that will now allow Christ to
reign over them in a spiritual sense, inasmuch as
they do pot, as a sect, make Christ’s principles and
precepts their roles of life. No one sect can be
found that does live by Christ’s rules. Tlhey would
cull it wlpmism to think of deing so. Besides, il
they had been sincerc in their desires [or the spir-
itual reign of Christ, they might have sent the gos-
pel into every dwelling ou the face of the earth-loog
ago. Chnst said, by their fruits ye shall Koow
them ; and the fruit which he expected his true dis-
ciples to bear was, obedience to bis precepts. ¢ If
ye love me, keep my conunandmems.” His pre-
cepts were such as these: '* Lay oot up for your-
selves treasurcs on earth. Sell that ye have, and
give alms. Give to him that asketh of thee, aod of
bima that would borrow of thee turn not thou away.
Be mercilnl and do good, and lend boping for no-
thins again. Bless them that persecute you. Do
good to them that hate you, and pray for them that
despitefully use you.” By such f{ruits they were
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to be known. The practical motto in this day is,
by their creeds vye shell know them. If a mao sub-
scribes to an orthodox creed, and covenants to deny
bimsel{ all ungodliness and every worldly lust, he
may after this serve the devil with both hands, and
yet be regarded as a good Chrisdan. With a Pres-
byterian, or an Episcopalian, or a Methodist, or a
Baptist book of discipline in his pocket, he may gird
up all the energies of his being to amass wealth, and
live solely for purposes of personal aggrandizement,
and yet pass among professedly Christinn sects as a
disciple—a follower of Him who on earth had not
where to lay his head, and who has said to his fol-
lowers, “ Lay not up for yourselves treasures on
carth.” Though the Bible says, “ They that will
be rich fall into temptation and a snare, and into
many foolish and hurtful lusts, which drowo men
1o destruction and perdition,” the various sects of
professed Christendom expect that their members
wiil make the accumulation of wealth the object of
their lives. And yet they profess to be desiring the
spintual reigo of Chuist, and to be living for the
conversion of the world to the religion of the cru-
cified Nazarene. Tell themn, bowever, that Christ
1s coming in persoi, according to the oath of God,
to carry qut the principles of his own religion for
ever, and they are ready to fight against it with all
their might. We are living in the very state of
things predicted by our Savior, ** And because in-
iquity shall abound, the love of many shall wax
cold.” Te such an extent has the love of this pres-
ent world abounded, in the hearts of those who say
they are Chnst's, that nothing is so unwelcome 10
the mass of them as to tell them that their Savior,
whom they profess toregard as their best {riend, is
soon coming to take his people to be with him.

The apostle John writes as follows : * Love not
the world, nor the thiogs which are in the world.
Il any man love the world, the love of the Father
18 pot in him. For all that is in the world, the luat
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of the flesh, and the lust of the eye, and the pride
al Iife, is not of the I ather, but 15 of the world ;
aod the world passeth away, and the lust thereof]
but he that docth the will of God abideth {or ever.
Little chaldren, it is the last time : and as ye have
heard that Awotichrist shall come, even pow there
are many Antichrists, whereby we know that il is the
last time..”"  Inasmuch as all these multiplied sects
are opposed to the plain Bible truth of Clirist's per-
gonal reign on carth, THEY are ANTI-CHRIST.

John saw o sea of glass mingled with fire, and
them that had got the victory over the least, and
over his image, and over his mark, and over the
number of his name, standfng on that sex of glass,
having the harps of God. The Greek word arilh-
mos, here translated numiber, is also thus defined :
“a mob, a wortliless multitude, a herd ; and some
have suggested that these sects make up the pum-
ber of six hundred 1hree score and six, which is as-
cribed to the Antichristinn beast; and I confess,
that the idea of getting the victory over the worll-
less multitude of the beast, looks to me far more
consistent, and far more likely to be ascribed by in-
spiration to the mind that hath wisdom and under-
standing, than the usual idea of getting the victory
over the Hebrew, or Greek, or Romaun letters whose
numerical value amounts to G66. These various
Protestant sects have no occasion to take credit to
themselves on account of their professed desires for
converting the world to Churist, for the Pope is as
Joud in his professions of this sort as they, and far
more consistent, and persevering, and eflicient in
his efforts.  Dut altegether, Catholics and ’rotest-
ants, are determined on a spiritwal reign, and each
hopes, in their fabled wmillenpium, to be the pre-
dominating sect. If, by the way, either of these
sects were o rule the world, it nigin as well be the
Catholics as either, inasmuch as sects have always
grown carnal and corrupt in proportion as their
power, and influence, and wealth, have increased;
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and there ts not a sect among them zll but would
unquestionably become as corrupt, and as cruel and
tKrannical, as the Catholics ever were, by the time
they had gained the same sunmnit of greatness to
which the Catholics did once obwain.  "[here is not
the sect nor the individual oe earth that is worthy
of being trusted with irresponsible power. Maay a
sect, 1f told that they would become as wicked as
the Cathiolics ever were, when once they should
have the power—would be ready to exclaim with
one of old, ** Are we dogs that we should do these
things 7’7 And yet, like b, when once the power
should be in their hands, would go straightforward
and do them. Noope is worthy to reign over this
world but Christ—none clse has a right to reign:
and he is coming in the clouds of heaven for that
very purpose: while the whole professed Christian
world, Catholie and Protestant, are determined that
it shall be only a spiruwual reign, when cach par-
ticular sect 1s hoping to have the ascendancy.

One most unscriptural feature in all their plans
i8, to have the world given to a geuneration of Chris-
tians who have never kuowa anything but peace
and safety ; while the Bible says, ** If we suffer, we
shall reign with him ;" that we are * heirs of God,
aod joint heirs with Christ if so be that we suffer
with Him, that we may be glorified together ;" that
¢ blessed are they that are persecuted for righteous-
ness sake, for theirs is the kingdom of heaven;"
that through much tribulation we must enter into
the kingdom of God; that those which were be-
headed for the witness of Jesus and the word of
Geod, shall rise aod reign with Christ: and these
John heard singing praise, and saywng, ** Thou hast
ynade us unto our God kings and priests, and we shall
reign on the earth.,” Notwithstanding all these
Scripture declarations respecting those who are to
reign with Christ, when the kingdoms of the world
are his, and be shall reign for ever aud cver, it is
now claimed that those shall pessess the world and
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reign without Christ, who shall be Lborp and Live by
a rime of universal peace, and never Lave a hair
plucked from their heads by way of suifering for
Chnst's suke. There is no language that can express
the immeasurable folly of such Bibheal expositions
as these. They areimmeasurable nonsense. Agaia,
alk these pretended Chliristian sects are particularly
opposed to the idea that Christ is coming speedily in
person, to take the dominion of the world; and es-

pecially Lo the idea that there is Bible evidence for

believing that he wil) come during the present Jew-
ish year. Against this they can find no words to
express their indignation.  If it conld be deferred
thousand years or so, the idea wight be endured.
Butto think that anybody should belicve that Christ
is coming the present year to take lis seat oo Da-
vid’s throoe {or ever, this is intolerable. In these
particulars, therefore, the professed Christian world,
Catholic and Protestant, are Amtichast. They will
not submit to Christ's personal reign. They will
not love bhis appearing, and especially not al present.
Said a professed nunister of the gospel, in the State
of New Jersey, *“ If Chnist is coming to reign m
this world, I'll net stay with him.’”” BSaid another
minister in New York, * If Clrist is comiog thus
to destroy his enemies, I'll not worship him.” Said
another minister in the State of Ohio, ** God has no
right to destroy the world at present. He had no
right 10 make it 1o be destroyed at such a time."
These men were all indulging the very spirit of An-
tichrist. Thus I have defined what Babylon, or
Avtichrist is. It is everything that rises in oppo-
sition to the personal reign of Chnst on Dawid's
throne, and to the revealed tme for his appearing :
and here we do find the professed Christian world,
Catholic and Protestant, ou the side of Antichrist.
They all say, let us take the kingdom, and let
Christ, and the departed saints that have sufiered
with him, to whom the kingdom has been pro mised,
remain whert they nre.

II. WAt ARE W& To UNDERSTAND BY THE
Farvr or Basyron? This is fully cxpresscd in
Scripture language, * Babylon the greart is fallen, is
fallen, and 1is become the halitution of devils, and
the hold of every foul spirit, and a cage of every un-
clean and hateful bird.’* Babylon is fallen into this
dreadful state. No Protestant would think this lan-
guage tno strong to cxpress the true state of things
in the Catholic chureh at the present time ; and the
(Catholics in their turn would say the same things of
Protestants,.  We need not stop to show how the
language applies to Catholicisin. The justice of
the apphication is sufficiently obvious. Buthow is it
with Protestant Christendom. How is she occupied?
Is she not engaged, for her own aggrandizement, in
every species of merchandisc ascribed to Babylon,
even to slaves and the souls of men?
oppression reigns, in greater or less portions of the
leading sects, worebuked ; and a man may sell or
buy his fellow-man, and then sit at the communion
table, or even minister at the altar of God, and by
the mass of Protestaut Christendom go unreproved.
Loust for power is seen among all the sects, and lust
for gold s praciically regarded by the muliitnde of
Chirist’s professed disciples as avirtue, and they may
resort o any maceans for acquiring wealth svhich does
not amoudt 10 positive trausgression of human law,
aod yet stand in the church as aceredited members.
Things in this respect, in the professed church, are
entircly the reverse of what they were when as
many as were possessors of houses and lands sold
them, to be distributed for the advancement of the
cause of Chnst. Sumptuous dwellings and ap-
parel, and equipage, are sought after by professed
disciples of the meck and lowly Jesus, as though
they were the supreme good ; and you will see mul-
titndes of such professed Christians pufting and
strotting about the world in their proud and lofiy
bearing, and looking downuponthe hiwnble follower
ol the crucified Nazavene, (who dares be sinzulars

The spirit of
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enough to carry oul the principles of the religion of
the cross,) as though they could find no language
sufficient to express their contempt. Speak to
them abowut the coming of Cluist to take possession
of hs throne, and they show themselves sufficiently
disgusted to spit in vour face. Ask them to read
anything on the subject, and they put on every pos-
sible expresston of scorn. Even pretended minis-
ters of the gospel, in mullitudes, manifest all these
feelings in relation to the coming and kingdom of
Christ, and do their utmost o perpetuate and in-
crease this stme of feeling n their Liearers. Meo-
tion 10 themn the probability ol Christ's coming in
his glory during the present Jewish year, to take the
throne of the world; and express to them your be-
lief that the Bible fully teaches this, and they fecl
insulted that you should dare w mention in their
presence a thing to them so utterly contemptible,
They are rcady o hold their breath, and thrust you
from them as with a pair of tongs. Ask them if
they have ever exammned the Bible evidence
of the immediate coming of the Lord, and they evi-
deutly feel degraded that you should think them ca-
pable of turning their thoughts to such a subject.
Who ate these mighty sons of pride, that God Al-
mighty must not presume to speak to themn through
his word 7 "Why, they ave the professed disciples
and munisters of Christ; and, in truth and reality,
Antichrist.  “I'hey are Babylon m its fallen state ;
their hearts are the habitations ot devils, the hold of
cvery foul spirir, the cage of cvery unclean and
hateful bird. They ave in their own estimation of
vast consequence, but if they remain what they are
a little longer, Jesus Christ will neither be afraid
nor ashamed to smite them with the rod ol his
mouth, and with the breath of bis lips to slay theimn.
Many of them may be ready 1w inquire, ¢ Lord,
Lord, have we not pri,phesied in thy name, and in
thy name cast'out devils, and in thy nane done
many wonder(u!l works? Dut Christ will enly pro-
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fess unto them, *“ I never Knew yomn, depart from e
ye that work imiquity.

[TI. Wnar 1s 17 rox Goo's Prorir To coxi
ovr ofF Bazyrox 7 ' Come ovlof her, my peopir,
that ye be not partankers ol her sins, aud that ve re-
ceive not of her plagues.” To come out of Baby-
lon is to be converted to the true scriproral dactrine
ol the personal caming and kingdom ol Christ ; to
reccive the trnth on this subjeci witl: all ceadiness of
miud, as you hod it plainly written out oa Uie pages
ol rlle Bible: 1o love Chirisi's appearing, and rejoice
1o it, and fully and faithlully (0 svew o the world
your uushrinking belief in God's word tonching this
momentous subjeet, and to do all 1a your pewer to
open the cyes of others, and influencee them to a
sumilar conrse, that they m ay be ready to meel iheir
Lord. Clirist has said, * Whoso is ashamed of me
and of my words, in this adulteveons and ¢inful gene-
ration, ol him shall the Sorn of Man be ashained
when he shall come i the glory of his Father, with
the holy angels. Who are you that vou should be
ashamed of what God has writien in lis word res-
pecting the kingdom of Christ, snd rthat vou should
wish to spicitoalize it into some other meaning than
God bhas expressed, for the purpose of making it
muore populiw with those that [car not God?  Stand
up before the world aed dare honestly Lo avow your
belief in what the Almighty God has spoken. Give
up the lust of the flesh, the lust of the eve, and the
pride of life ; wean yourself from the love of this
present world, and be looking for that blessed hope
and the glorious appearing of the great Ged and our
Saviour Jesus Clirist.  Be just as ready, also, tore-
ceive and confess all that God has been pleased to
reveal touching the time of the establishment ol the
kingdom of Chnat, as any other part of the subject.
Wy be ashmued of the time of Christ's coming ?

Many are begiuning to say, ‘! Weare satisfied that
the vusual notion about & npmmal kingdom of Christ
and a temporal millennium, iz altegeiher groundless,
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and that the coming of Chnist is donbtless near ;" bul
they feel a very gre'\t reluctance either Lo express or
o bold any belict wspecting the time. [t i3 very
popular not to know any thing about it, and a very
convenient way of escaping raprmah 1o be able to
say, “we know nothiug aboutit.”” Thousands are
glad thie they den't Lnow any thing about 1t, and
are very [ully determined that they will continue 1o
knaw nothing about l. and soine, though they pro-
fess 1o have cxamined the ﬂtbjec[, are hindered from
getting any lightrespecting the 1ime, by the convie-
tion that if they receive the light they must avow it
and this will subject them to ren:uach. To escape
reproach, therefore, they skulk away aud hide them-
selves 1o davkpess. Shame on these miscrable skul-
kers! FHow will tliey bear the hlazing light ol
Christ's foce at His glorious appearing!  They will
want rocks and mountaing to hide them n that hoor.

By this.time mpuy swill begin to say with a sneer ol
contemupt, '* You are trying to make it ont that none
hut Millerites can be saved.' Hold one mnoment,
for vour soul's sake, and tell, if you ean_how he can
be prepared for the kinedom of Christ, who is opPo-
sed to Chirist'sreigning in person on the throne which
God has sworn 10 give him, and who is ashamed (o
belicve and avow whit God has revealed toucling
the time of Christ’s appeaving ! If you can see any
way into the kingdom of God for such a soul as 1hat,
[ frankly confess you can see what | cannot. Do
you still complain that I should try to rnake it ap-
pear that you are not 4 Christian? 1 have no snch
desire. 1 pray God that you may make it appear
vou arc a Christian. But I do say, if you area
Cliristian, comec out of Babylon! Il you intend to
be found a Christian when Christ appears, come cul
of Babylor, and come eut Now ! Throw away that
miserable medley of ridiculons spiritualizing non-
sense witl which multitades have so long been a-
king the word of God of none effect, and dare to be-
lieve the Bible. 1t contains the wisdom of the infin-
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ite God as it is, and neceds no wlierations and emeud-
ations from ien, as though they could rell what
God means, better than He bas been able to express
it in his own language. He has sworn with an oath
that he would raise up the seed of David to sit on
David’s throne; and the kingdoms of thisworld shall
become the kingdoms of our Liord and of His Christ,
and He shall reign for ever and cver !

And now away [orever with your miserable
transcendental philosophy,} that would make the
throne of David a spiritual throne, and the com-
ing of Chnst to sit upon it as a spiritual coming,
and bis reign a spiritual reign. Thanks be to God,
His kingdom cannot be blown up inio such spiritual
bubbles as these, for a thousand, or even 365 thou-
sand years, and then blown for ever away into some
etherial something, which some speering infidel has
defined, to be sittingon a cloud and singing Psalins
to all eternity. No,no. Jesus Christ has been raised
up i David's flesh immortalized, and ke shall come
inthat flesh %'lnriﬁed, ‘“ and there shall be given Him
dominion and glory, and a kingdom that all people,
nations, and languages shall serve Him: His domin-
100 1s an everlasting dominion, which shall not pass
away, and His kingdom that which shall not be de-
stroyed. And the kingdom and dominion, aud the
greatoess of the kingdom under the whole heaven,
shall be given to the people of the saints of the Most
High ; and the saints of the Most High shall take
the kingdem and shall possess 1he kingdom forever,
even forever and ever.,! This is God's word; and
all the spiritnalizers on the footstool cannot alter it.
They may undertake to tell what God means by it;
but God has given Hisown meaning in Hisown lan-
gnage, and He will make it goodl in folfilling it as He
has causedit to be written.  IfGod had meant some-
thing else and not tus, He would have told us what
He did inean.  Just as though when God had given
us treth m symbolic language, and then interpreted
it that it might be [ully nuderstood, He had alter all
Ieft 1t for men i their upstart follv, to improve His
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own revelation. DMy seulis paved when I reflect
Liow the worid of God las been rendercd powerless
upon the cansciences and hearts of men, by the at-
tempts which have been made to alter it into some-
thing else. And now a multitude of ministers of all
the wultiplied sects of Antichrist will begin to say,
 Thus sayiog, thou reproachest us also,” and will
perliaps acense me of dealing in wholesale denunci-
ation, when I refuse to acknowledge them t be the
truc ministersof Christ.  All T haveto say is, if you
are the true mimstersof Chyist, come m»:.ﬂﬂfﬁﬂbyfafrz,
and no looger be opposed Lo the coming of Christ as
the Bible declares he will come, to take his seat for-
cver on the thronec which God has sworn to give
Him. I do notsay that you and your hearers may
not Irave been converted to Christ; but I do say, il
you have, it remains for you o show it by coming
out of Babylon, and by standing no longer opposed
to the reign of Jesus. (God never will alter His
word to suit your carnal desires. He has wnt-
ten it, and as he has written it he will fulfl it;
and if you are ashamed of it, he will be ashamed
of you. Dare you believe the Bible? dare you
preach it?7 Dare you bring out its plain testi-
mony respecting thic marnner, the objects, and the
time of Christ's coming, and tell the world that it is
truth, and meet the consequences? Or will you
turn away with a sneer, and call it Millerism, and go
on prating about a spirifual reign of Christ? 1 tell
you, if you contivue in that course you will be
recloned with Antichrst, when the glorious Son of
David comes to tke his thrope. ‘¢ Come out of
her, my people, that ye benot partakers of ker sius,
aod that yc receive not of her plagues.”

IV. IT REMAINS THAT [ SPEAK OF THE CONSEQUEN-
CES OF REFUSING TO COME ouT oF Baryron.—God
declares her downfall, and foretells her destruction
tn time to give all His people who may be m her, an
opportunity to come out and cscape ; and then, as a
mighty angel would cast a millstone into the scg,
God will cast down Babylon, and she shall be found
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bo more at all. And now many will begin o sav,
if T confess my belief in the personal reign of Christ,
and that that reiga is immediately to commence, I
shall lose my reputation, my iafluence, my friends,
my all that mruc ou carth, And has not Christ
said that you must do this?  1as he not positively
declared *“whoscever he be of you that forsaketh no:
all that he hath, cannot be my disciple " Do you
say, I did thut years ago. and have been acquiring
friends nod reputation since, and did not expect to
be called upon 1o lay these down? And because you
have taken up the cross once,do you claim that that
ought to be spfficient, and that it is toe hard to do it
for Christ a second time? Has oot Christ suid
in Luke 9: 23, “If any nan will come alter me,
el bim deny himsell, aud 1ake ap his cross dady
and follow me?"" Having once sacrificed all for
Christ, have you now acquired something which is
too dear to be given up for him?  Isir not he that
ENDUKETH the cross, 1o the end, and that denies
himself daily, that shall be saved? Do you begin
to say, ‘1 acquired rhis reputation for Christ, and
hoped to use it for Him, and that it is now hard
to part withit?" Very well, il you acquired it for
Christ, then show your sincerity by being willing to
sacrifice it for Christ when he calls, If vou souglht
the birth of Isaac that God might be glorified in
bim, then be willing to otfer Isaac on God's altar,
that God may be glorified the more. Remember,
you cao pever glorify God in the use of that which
yon are unwilling God should take away. You will
never use anything for God’s glory which you do
not perfectly and continually hold at God's disposal.
It is not for you and me to say whether we will have
reputation or not; but it is for us to say whether we
will please God or not; and having done this. let the
Lord decide what our reputation shall be. This
be has decided already, that we shall have our
pames cast out as evi] for his sake, and in this we
ought ever 1o rejoice. Will you then, professed dis-
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coming of the Lord, 20d hold it np, and leave the
resulls with God ! FKriends will be tried and morti-
fied, and feel thewselves disgraced by youj;. voar
church will call you fapatical and foolish, thus 1o
throw away your influence and curtail your useful-
ness ; Satan will beset you with all maunner of
temptations, and 2 wicked world will laugh you to
scorm ; but can you not rodure as much as ths for
Him who has codured ten thousand tunes more for
you? Just remember then what must be the con-
sequences of relusing o reccive the truth and to
abide by it. Babylon must be destroyed, and you
with it. But, say 4 wultitude of professed ministers
and Chrstians, “I den't expect to be damned just
Lecawse I doao't behieve 1o Millerism.'” Now don't
let the devil cheat you out of heaven through your
fears of bearing a single epithet of reproach. Does
the Bible teach the personal coming of Christ o sit
on David's throne ! Has the Spint ol Christ which
was inthe prophets, sSIGXSFIED A TIME, whenit spake
before of the sufferings of Christ and oF THE GLORY
THAT sHOouLD FoLLow | Seo Peter hias taught.

IT you dare believe God, find out histrutl op this
subject, and hold it up 10 the world. If you hate
the appearing ol Christ, if you are oppesed to his
reigning personally over the carth, after God has
sworp that he shall, if vou are aflraid or ashamed to
receive and avow the truth on these momentous
subjects, then blame pot me for saying you are An-
tichrist. I do not say how maany Christiags, or how
few there are in professed Christendom, but I do say,
that 1o their preseot attitude of opposition to the
personal reign of Christ, they are Antichrist, and
they must abandon their present position and ern-
brace aod defend the truth, or go down with Ba-
bylon, joto the bottom of the sea, aod rise no more
at all to life. They caa bave no resurrection at all,
but te damnatioa.

To be found at Christ's appearning, asthe numer-
ous sects now are, ia an attitude of hostility to His
personal reign, ashamed to believe and confess what
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God bas revealed as Lo the manner and time of lis
coming, nust be theie ruin.  Say oot in your hearl,
I have long been « servant of Clirist, and therefore
must be sale. He cannot be a faithful servant who
for any reason hates his Lord's retuvn and wishes it
deferred, nor can you see His face in peace, while
fear, or shame, or love ol reputalion, or anything
else, leads you toandulge in any opposition of heart
to His immediale appearing.

Come out of Babylon or penshi. If you ure a
Christian, stand for Christ, and hold out unto the
end. 1 do oot undertake ro say how many in these
professed Chrisuan secis will be saved or lost, but 1
hesitale not 1o say that every individual among
them, who is found a true child of God i1n the end,
will cease his opposition to Christ's personal reign,
and be found at last faithfully defending the truth.
Not one that is ever saved can remain 1n Babylen.
Do not accuse me of a desirc 1o cut you off' [rom
galvation. DMy only desirc 1s te show you your
danger, that I may induce yon to basten your es-
cape ; but 1ake care | beseech you, that you do not
cut yourself off by remaining in Babylon. Do you
say, “I am willivg that Cluist should reizn as Jic
pleases 7" Are you willing to embrace Clrist and
His truth, aod so let your light shine as to meet and
unshrinkingly bear the cross? The oflence of the
cross has not ceascd in the casc of those who will
avow and defend God's truth; though it must be
confessed that io the popular religion of the day,
there 1s no such thing as self demial ; and this fact
of itsell proves that it is not the religion of Jesus.
But east off’ 1his ungodly world, carry out the reli-
gion of Jesus in all its principles, and from the Bi-
ble defend His personal coming in moanuer and time,
His personal and eternal reign, and do your dutly in
secking to induce others to prepare for i, and you
will not be long in finding the cross. Thus may
the Lord lielp you, reader, to come out of Babylon,
and be no more 2 partaker of ler sins, that you re-
cewe oot of her plagues.
